 2.    Meditation and Prayer - Rev. Leslie Clark
        - We had a moment of silence to ponder the wisdom of a generous heart. To wonder at the generosity God gives to
          us, even when we don't deserve it, and to contemplate giving that same generosity to others in our lives.
 

 3.    Minutes of last meeting held August 26, 2010. Lloyd Dyck made the motion (28) to accept the minutes of the August 26,
          2010 as presented. Seconded by Roxanne Anderson. Carried.
 

 4.    Treasurer's Report - Dawn Penner

        - Dawn reports that not much has changed since our last meeting regarding our deficit position.
        - Dawn has received communication from CRA confirming our status as a "charity".

 5.    Minister's Report -Rev. Leslie Clark
        - October 24, 2010 will be called "Connection Sunday" where congregation members will be encouraged to bring along
          someone new or someone who hasn't attended for a long while.
        - The date for the car rally has also been changed to October 24, 2010.
 

 6.    Old Business
        - Leslie reports that Laura Rempel will take the first unit of the Sunday School although she will need help on October 3, 2010.
          The need for help in organizing the Sunday School program will be put in the bulletin. Also, a signup sheet will be
          circulated for Sunday School help, similar to our regular signup sheet for ushers, etc. Gordon Kroeker, of Youth for Christ,
          has also said he would be of service if needed. 

        - Maureen has followed up on the request from the Chamber of Commerce for help with Before and After school program.
          She called Libby Hamm to get more details. There are currently fifteen (15) children in it and another one hundred and fifty 
          (150) on the waiting list. The space requirement is thirty-five (35) square feet per child. They would pay a certain amount of
          rent. They would require some closet space where they could keep their belongings separate from ours. Traditionally, they
          have cleaned up after themselves. Libby was somewhat surprised that Maureen had called to show an interest, given the 
          response from some other organizations. A childcare counselor would attend at our church to assess our facilities.
          Council agreed that in keeping with our need to raise our profile in the community, it would be a good idea to have the
          councellor come to our church to inspect it.
        - A discussion was held regarding the forthcoming ``Imagine Run``. Several people in the church are already involved in some
          capacity as well as running in the event. Rev. Leslie will call Mona Stott to offer approximately five (5) people to participate on
          the behalf of the Niverville United Church.
        - Rev. Leslie reports that the church`s computer is now up and running just fine. She had initially paid Cory Erickson thirty (30)
          dollars for his work. She will submit a bill to Dawn Penner for reimbursement. Additional payment was offered to Cory for
          his work, which he declined. Lloyd Dyck will send him a letter of thanks for his kind offer.

        - A motion was made by Gloria Nicol (31) that November 14, 2010 be designated as the date for the congregation to vote on
          the revised constitution. Seconded by Roxanne Anderson. Carried.
